Lactation Data Export Specification

Lactation data can be exported from the Animals Register form. The export process is invoked from the Actions pull-down menu Export lactation data command. The user must specify an output file, which has the default extension of .txt. The file format is ANSI text with one line per lactation Values are separated by tab (ANSI 9) characters.

The scope of the export is the lactation data of any completed lactations starting within the range of effective dates, and belonging to cows in the register list (whether selected or not).
The data fields are as follows:

1. Herd identity code (the internal ID of the herd in which the lactation started).

2. Animal identity code (the internal ID of the animal).

3. Lactation number.

4. Calving date.

5. End of lactation date.

8. 305-day production (kg).
9. Lactation total production (kg).

15. Average SCC in total lactation period.

16. Milk adjustment factor. The proportion of herd average lactation milk production for an animal of the same parity number and calving month.
17. Protein adjustment factor. The proportion of herd average lactation protein production for an animal of the same parity number and calving month.

18. Fat adjustment factor. The proportion of herd average lactation fat production for an animal of the same parity number and calving month.

19. Date of first service.
20. Number of services.

21. Calving to conception interval (days).

22. Calving interval; (days).

23. Date of first milk test between 15 and 45 days after calving.

24. Actual production at first milk test between 15 and 45 days after calving.

25. Actual protein proportion at first milk test between 15 and 45 days after calving.

26. Actual fat proportion at first milk test between 15 and 45 days after calving.

27. Actual SCC at first milk test between 15 and 45 days after calving.

28. Predicted production at first milk test between 15 and 45 days after calving.

29. Predicted protein proportion at first milk test between 15 and 45 days after calving.

30. Predicted fat proportion at first milk test between 15 and 45 days after calving.
